Any excessive grades of D%, Fs, Q%,
NG*s and/or W’s should be explained.

e Meeting minimum requirements does not guarantee admission. The entire record is reviewed for consistency in coursework and grades.

e Applicants should be serious about earning a degree in Animal Science.

e Applicants should indicate in the essay which degree option they wish to pursue (Science or Production/Industry Option).

o Transfer applicants are instructed NOT to accept transfer admission to any major with the expectation of later applying for an on-campus
change of major.

e Please contact departmentregarding second-choice major consideration before applying.

e Highly recommend meeting with an academic advisor prior to submitting the application.
